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One of Sydney’s most anticipated rough water swims returns in March 2007 to Sydney Harbour 
with the 6th annual Sydney Harbour Swim Classic (SHSC). 

The Sydney Harbour Swim Classic taking part on Sunday March 4 2007, is the only community 
swimming event run in Sydney Harbour which sees swimmers starting from the Man©O©War 
outside the Sydney Opera House. The race course will see competitors heading out to and 
around historic Fort Denison and the return to the steps, with swimmers exiting via a purpose built 
ramp alongside the Opera House. 

Against the magnificent Sydney Harbour backdrop, the swim aims to bring the people of Sydney 
together and celebrate Australia’s unique water-sports culture.  

The Sydney Harbour Swim Classic was inspired by Australia’s relationship with water sports and 
support for the cleanliness of Sydney Harbour. The SHSC promotes sun and water safety 
awareness. Since the swims inception in 2002 the swim has grown to become an annual event, 
showcasing Sydney’s community spirit. 

The Sydney Harbour Swim Classic is open to swimmers aged 13 - 65+ years, who have trained 
adequately and are of sufficient physical health to complete the swim. 

“In previous years we have seen Olympic greats John Konrads and Murray Rose take each other 
on, and young guns Deke Zimmerman and Andrew Beato are just part of the line-up, ready to 
tackle each other and anyone else to choose to throw down the swimming gauntlet.” 

New to 2007 he Sydney Harbour Swim Classic will run a team based competition incorporating 
schools, pool and open water swim clubs, corporate business and government agencies as part 
of this year©s program.  

“We invite individuals from each of these categories to create a team and enter their best 4 
swimmers to race for the title of Head of the Harbour,” says race organiser Adam Wilson.  

“As the swim classic continues to grow each year we feel that adding the team competition will 
not only enhance the event but also allow corporate teams take each other on outside the 
boardroom.” 

In 2007 there will be four separate divisions for the Head of the Harbour over the 1600 metre 
course. The school, pool and club, corporate business and government agency with the lowest 
accrued average time will be declared the winner of their respective division and be titled the 
inaugural Head of the Harbour 2007.
