Team up for the Sydney Harbour Swim Classic and go in the running to
work with the Seals at Taronga Zoo

One of Sydney's most anticipated rough water swims the Sydney Harbour Swim Classic
is delighted to announce that first prize for this year's teams category will be the
opportunity to work with Taronga Zoo's Seals and their trainers.

On Sunday March 4 the Sydney Harbour Swim Classic will run a team-based
competition incorporating schools, pool and open water swim clubs along with corporate
business and government agency divisions as part of this year® program.

“We are honoured to have such an amazing prize up for this year’'s team’s entries,” said
event director Adam Wilson today.

“What could be more special to spending a day working with the seals and their trainers
behind the scenes at Sydney’s famous Taronga Zoo?

“This is an opportunity of a lifetime thanks to our supporting partners Reed Constructions
and The Taronga Foundation,” said Wilson.

The winners of the 2007 prize will work behind the scenes with the Zoo’s highly-qualified
seal trainers, participating in the training, exercise and feeding sessions with one of the
Z00's most popular animals.

In 2007 the seals will move to their brand new home in the new Great Southern Oceans
mega-exhibit which is currently being built as part of the Zoos’ Master Plan
redevelopment. Great Southern Oceans will incorporate a new 950-seat Seal Theatre,
Seal Encounter Pools, Seal Habitat Pools and spectacular underwater viewing
opportunities from a re-created Deep Ocean Research Vessel.

The Sydney Harbour Swim Classic will include four separate divisions for the Head of
the Harbour over the 1600 metre course. The school, pool and club, corporate business
and government agency with the lowest accrued average time will be declared the
winner of their respective division and be titled the inaugural Head of the Harbour 2007.

The Sydney Harbour Swim Classic will kick off on Sunday March 4, 2007 at 9:30am and

is the only community swimming event run in Sydney Harbour which sees swimmers
starting from the Man@®&ar outside the Sydney Opera House. The race course will see
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competitors heading out to Fort Denison and the return to the steps, with swimmers
exiting via a purpose built ramp alongside the Opera House.

The Sydney Harbour Swim Classic is open to swimmers aged 13 - 65+ years, who have
trained adequately and are of sufficient physical health to complete the swim.
